APCPS was incorporated in 1963 by enactment of ‘The Community Planning Profession Act.’
The goals of the Association are:

· To ensure to the public the proficiency and competence of professional community planners in the practice of professional community planning
· To promote and improve the proficiency and competence of professional community planners in any matter relating to professional community planning
· To do all or any of such things as may promote the usefulness of professional community planners to the public. APCPS is an affiliate of the Canadian Institute of Planners (CIP)
There are four main documents that govern the operation of APCPS:
· The Community Planning Profession Act, being Chapter C-21, R.S.S.
· APCPS Bylaw No. 5 (Operations)
· APCPS Bylaw No. 2 (Code of Professional Conduct)
· Affiliate Agreement between CIP and APCPS
The University of Saskatchewan offers a CIP–recognized undergraduate program called the Regional and Urban Planning (RUP) program.  The University of Saskatchewan also administers the examination for those applying for full membership.

In 1993, the Work Study program was introduced to the RUP program offered at the University of Saskatchewan.  Employers who may offer work-study positions should contact the Education Chair for further information.

Full members of the Association are encouraged to use the exclusive designation PPS (Professional Planner–Saskatchewan) and MCIP (Member–Canadian Institute of Planners) to identify their membership in the Association and CIP.  Seals bearing the Certificate number of the respective member are also available (at cost) from the membership registrar.

Treasurer

Communications/Public Relations Chair
Significant efforts have been made over the last couple of years to raise the public’s awareness of our Association.  In efforts to continue promoting the Association, newsletters have become more frequent and the website has been kept up to date.  The Association represents planners in Saskatchewan and it is important that the public is aware of our planning work. 

Newsletter

A quarterly newsletter has been designed and published for the members of the Association.  The content of the newsletter consists of new member information, Council items, news items and information on educational sessions and material.  The previous Communication’s Committee discussed the possibility of providing a different format, such as the journal format that is produced by the Alberta Association. Website 
In the spring of 2009 a new APCPS website was launched to improve the delivery of service to the membership and the image of the Association. Since that time there has been positive feedback from members regarding the improvement.  Council can now provide updated information and news items on the website. New Name
In 2009 a survey was sent to the membership with regards to changing the name of the Association to “Saskatchewan Professional Planners Institute” or “SPPI”. The proposed name change was supported.  As indicated in the Winter 2010 Newsletter, since the name change will also require bylaw changes, it was decided that the name change will be done at the same time as the other bylaw changes, which is scheduled for 2011.  

Re-Branding Ideas Welcome

Once the association’s name is changed to the Saskatchewan Professional Planners Institute (SPPI) we will also need to “re-brand”. A new logo will be needed as well as updates to our association’s current materials including the website. All members are encouraged to submit ideas on logo’s as well as other ideas to promote the new name to the Communications Chair.

National Level

At the National level, the Communication Chair is also the APCPS representative on the CIP Communication’s Committee. The functions of the Committee vary, but the Committee’s main priority is to advise members of the development of communication materials and to market CIP and the profession to domestic and international audiences. This year the CIP Communication Committee met in Ottawa on May 1 and 2, 2010.   The CIP Communication’s Committee is also preparing to launch a special project in the near future, so watch for updates!

Education Chair

Education and Program Committee

The Education and Program Committee was initiated in February 2009 and has 10 members.  The committee is co-chaired by the APCPS Education and Program Chairs and has met via teleconference every two months. The following initiatives have being undertaken:

· A survey of employers to help define areas of focus for programming;

· Research to find webinars and workshops that are simple and easy ways to gain CPL;

· Organization and delivery of workshops and events by committee members;
· Feedback about the 2010 APCPS Annual Conference; 

· Drafting of a recommendation to APCPS Council for a Planning Internship Program; and
· Initiation of an update to the APCPS CPL Program Guide which will recommend policy requirements to APCPS Council surrounding the delivery of CPL.

Regional and Urban Planning (RUP) Program

The Education Chair responsibilities include representing APCPS on the RUP Committee, organizing the RUP 413.0 Work Study Program, and participating in annual reviews/intensive reviews of the RUP Program based on CIP policies.

The RUP 413.0 Work Study Program provides RUP students with practical planning experience.  It is a non credit course and is 39 hours in length. The Work Study Program resulted in 24 placements in the last three semesters.  Thank you to all who participated.

APCPS completed an Annual Review of the RUP Program in the spring 2010. The conclusions were that the RUP Program continues to meet all but one of the requirements and will continue to receive approved accreditation with conditions to be fulfilled prior to the next content review in June 30, 2011.  The RUP Committee has since made changes to their administrative structure in anticipation to the next intensive review.  The RUP Committee completed a curriculum review in the spring that, among other things, resulted in a change to allow students to focus on certain aspects of planning by streaming their courses.

Continuous Professional Learning (CPL Program)

The Education Chair is responsible for the implementation of the CPL Program and is the affiliate representative on the CIP National CPL Committee.  All Provisional and Full Members must participate in the CPL Program to satisfy the requirements of membership. The 2009 APCPS CPL Program had 132 provisional and full members participate and had a compliance rate of 97%.  APCPS initiated a fine to those members who did not participate in the CPL program.  The average number of learning units submitted of those members who participated in the program was 30.  Saskatchewan has a very high rate of compliance and is seen as a leader in mandatory CPL management.
The National CPL Committee meets via teleconference and in one in-person meeting per year. The National CPL Committee initiated a revision of the CPL reporting form on the CIP website which now follows the CPL rules of each affiliate, including the allowance of carry-over for Learning Units. Also, CPL Report Cards have been re-written to reflect the rules of each affiliate. The committee is investigating opportunities for acquiring low cost Learning Units for the CIP membership and preparing a CPL guide for affiliates. 
Program Chair
The 2010 conference held in Regina focused on Planning in Action. The conference was well attended with over 100 people in attendance.  The evaluations were extremely positive and expressed satisfaction with the program and the event overall. 

Saskatchewan is experiencing major growth. As planners, we desire to make a difference in the future landscape of Saskatchewan. We need to be ready to plan for the future and prepare for the development that is to come. We gather at Elk Ridge for this year’s conference, Planning Futures: Our Rapidly Changing World, to help planners gain practical skills, learn about changing technologies, and create the future of Saskatchewan.
Unfortunately the two professional development workshops planned for this year had to be cancelled due to a lack of registration.  The Education and Program Committee are continuing to explore ways of providing opportunities for structured and unstructured learning units for planners.  Several different workshops are being planned for the upcoming year, including project/Time management, development appeals board training, and some leed oriented workshops. Keep watching your e-mail inbox and the APCPS website for further information!

A big thank-you to this year’s conference committee for all their hard work and resourcefulness, they went out of their way to ensure this year’s conference was a positive experience for all.  An opportunity for feedback on this years programming will be provided by way of an electronic survey to take place after the conference, an invitation to participate in the survey will be sent to all registrants by the end of September.
Secretary
The current Executive Council was formed in 2009 at the Annual General Meeting (AGM) in Regina. Three new members were elected this past year to the Executive Council including Autumn Story (Communications Chair), Kendra Sims (Program Chair), and Martino Verhaeghe (Member at Large). 

Council held ten meetings over the past year. In addition to its regular teleconferences, Council held two in person meetings in Regina and Saskatoon. 
As Secretary, I have been responsible for chairing the Policy and Procedures Committee whose mandate is to review our current professional legislation, the APCPS Bylaw and Policy manual in anticipation of revisions in the upcoming year corresponding to anticipated changes at the national level through programs such as “Planning for the Future.” The review is well underway with a series of technical reports anticipated for Council’s consideration in spring 2011. The Association and the profession in this province continues to grow and strengthen and the anticipated revisions to the profession’s policy documents will seek to streamline its administration to better serve the membership. 

This year there are six new positions open on Council for the next two-year term. My term as Secretary is done this year and in addition to me, five other Executive members have completed their terms including Bob Bjerke, Martino Verhaeghe, Delaine Clyne, Jennifer Taylor and Karen Bolton.  

My first term on Council has been very rewarding and I would like to take this opportunity to personally thank Bob and Paula for the terrific leadership they have provided for this Association over the past two years.  I look forward to contributing positively to the advancement of the Association in whatever way I can and would encourage other members to become actively involved with the Association whether it is serving on Council or participating on any of the various subcommittees of Council.

Fraser–Gatrell Memorial Scholarship

The Fraser–Gatrell Memorial Scholarship has been endowed in memory of two Saskatchewan community planners who were tragically killed in northern Saskatchewan in 1993. The late Tom Fraser was the manager of the Provincial Government’s Northern Community Planning office. The late Darren Gatrell was an excellent student who graduated from the RUD program in 1992 and had began his career in the same office.  
The ‘Fraser–Gatrell Memorial Scholarship Award’ is intended to be funded for fifteen years, through annual earnings of a trust established by donors to be awarded by the University of Saskatchewan.  The value of the Scholarship is estimated at $1,200, based on University practices regarding trust value preservation.  
Selection for the award is based on a completed project or paper dealing with planning or development in Canada, north of the 53rd parallel, on overall achievement of the applicants, and on their community involvement.  Applicants for the scholarship award may include individual students or groups of students, full-time in RUD, who submit an urban design project or research paper on urban, regional or community planning in Northern Canada.  
The Selection Committee, comprised of the Dean of the College of Arts and Science, and representatives from the RUD Administrative Committee and APCPS/CIP, determines the winning candidate.  All competition entries must be submitted to the RUD Chair in three copies.  RUD does not commit itself to grant the award if no deserving submissions are made in a particular year.  The deadline for submissions of entries for the Fraser-Gatrell Memorial Scholarship Award is the last working day February of each academic year.
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
